How to Become a Christian
“For God so Loved the World that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in
 him shall not perish but have eternal life.”  John 3:16

1. Recognize your need for a Savior.

· For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, and are justified freely by his grace through the redemption that came by Christ Jesus. Romans 3:23

2. Believe/Have Faith that Jesus is Lord.
· Whoever believes and is baptized will be saved, but whoever does not believe will be condemned. Mark 16:16

· He then brought them out and asked, “Sirs, what must I do to be saved?” They replied, “Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved-you and your household.” Acts 16:30-31
· Consequently, faith comes from hearing the message, and the message is heard through the word of Christ. Romans 10:17*
3. Repent of your sin and Confess.
· But unless you repent, you too will all perish. Luke 13:15

· Repent and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins. Acts 2:38

· That if you confess with your mouth, Jesus is Lord,” and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. Romans 10:9-10*

· If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all unrighteousness. 1 John 1:9

4. Be Baptized.
· Therefore, go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit…    Matthew 28:19
· Whoever believes and is baptized will be saved, but whoever does not believe will be condemned. Mark 16:16
· Repent and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of yours sins. Acts 2:38
· Or don’t you know that all of us who were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? We were therefore buried with him through baptism into death in order that, just as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, we too may live a new life. Romans 6:3-4*
5. Live for Jesus.

· So, my dear brothers and sisters, be strong and steady, always enthusiastic about the Lord’s work, for you know that nothing you do for the Lord is ever useless.” 1 Corinthians 15:58 (NLT)
